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~ Hartford is Going Green! We're taking an
__ environmental lead through recycling,
cleaning up our parks, purchasing more
alternative fuel vehicles, requiring less pollution from school busses, sponsoring
“Change A Light” campaigns, and installing green technology in new buildings.

This spring, we continue the momentum by beginning our “Go Green Use Blue”
single-stream recycling effort. 5,000 households in six neighborhoods are part
of this consumer friendly pilot project. The more you recycle, the more coupon
rewards you earn from local vendors. This is a great incentive and a simple re-
minder that we must be more environmentally friendly.

Hartford is not the first city to utilize single-stream recycling but we are the first in
the nation to receive a $200,000 grant from the National Recycling Coalition in or-
der to make this method more customer friendly and build-in a rewards package.

Residents taking part will be provided with a free 64-gallon blue recycling barrel.
This is where all recyclables will be placed. A list of recyclable items is located
inside this newsletter. You may be wondering how these neighborhoods were
picked. Quite honestly, there are some neighborhoods that could do a better job
recycling. You can call 311 or 757-9311 to find out if your street is on the single-
stream recycle route.

It is important to emphasize that everyone must continue to recycle. Just because
your neighborhood is not part of this pilot project, doesn’t mean recycling is over.
In fact, we need to recycle more than ever. The more successful we are, the more
neighborhoods we can add, and the more we’ll be able to “Go Green Use Blue.”

Magazines and catalogs
Mixed office paper
Junk mail, home computer paper, writ-
ing paper, envelopes, receipts, bills, etc.
(Shred or tear up bills and receipts to
destroy personal information)
Cereal boxes, shoe boxes, pasta boxes,
